•  Constant monitoring of air emissions, storm water runoff and waste water discharge.
•  Recycle programs for all scrap steel, scrap aluminum, wood, card board, plastic scrap and oil 
    products.  Metal recycling includes stamp slugs and drill shavings
•  Many sales and administrative functions are now “paperless’, therefore reducing consumption 
    and creation of paper waste.   
•  Developed full scale paper recycle program 
•  Developed programs for reduction of energy consumption in offices and manufacturing facility
•  Currently investigating potential for wind generated power to further reduce our impact
Ameristar has invested tens of millions of dollars in the areas of technological and process improvements.
